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Personal data are processed by the European Investment Fund (“EIF” or “Controller”) in accordance
with Regulation (EU) 2018/1725 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing
of personal data by the Union institutions, bodies, offices and agencies and on the free movement
of such data, as such regulation may be amended from time to time.

1. Legal Basis

The legal basis for this processing is the consent expressed by the Data Subjects.

2. Data Subjects

Data subjects are any individuals who voluntarily subscribed to events organized by the EIF. Data
Subjects can at any time easily unsubscribe from the event(s) invitation list(s).

3. Purpose

The personal data referred to herein are collected for the purpose of registering participants to an
EIF event and to access/make use of any collateral (from the event app to the event badges) that
may be developed/implemented in relation to that event.

4. Data Categories

The referred personal data comprise essentially information on the full name, email address,
company name and geographical location and position, as such data are provided by the Data
Subjects.

5. Data Recipients

The aforementioned personal data will be processed by the Marketing Division and/or any other EIF
Divisions in charge of organising the event and also by service providers in charge of providing
event related services such as e-mail campaign systems (e.g. mailjet), app developers, event
agencies and organisers.

6. Data Retention Period

Data Subjects’ personal data will be retained for a period of up to 10 years after the event takes
unless the Data Subjects unsubscribe earlier.

7. Rights of Data Subject

* Data Subjects have the right to obtain from the Controller confirmation as to whether or not
their personal data concerning are being processed, and, where that is the case, access
their personal data by contacting the Controller (info@eif.org) or through the EIF DPO
(dpo@eif.org) and they will receive a response without undue delay (right of access);

* Data Subjects have the right to obtain from the Controller without undue delay the
rectification of any inaccurate personal data concerning them (right to rectification).

* Data Subjects have the right to obtain from the Controller the erasure of their personal data
when they are no longer necessary in relation to the purposes for which they were collected
(right to erasure);

* Data Subjects have the right to obtain from the Controller restriction of processing when (i)
they contest the accuracy of their personal data, (i) the processing is unlawful, (i) the
Controller no longer needs the personal data for the purposes of the processing or (iv) they
have objected to processing, pending the verification whether the legitimate grounds of the
controller override theirs (right to restriction of processing);

» Data Subjects have the right to object, on grounds relating to their particular situation, when
the processing of personal data is unlawful;

Data Subjects may lodge a complaint to the European Data Protection Supervisor
(www.edps.europa.eu) at any time (right to lodge a complaint).
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
