5. Data Recipients

“Unitholders” of the FCP and/or “Lenders” in the Facility, internal EIF officers part of the
secretariat, EIB, auditor of the Facility, internal and external Auditors (where required by Law
or Regulatory Reason, (e.g. by the European Court of Auditors or by OLAF, CSSF etc.), and
the appointed service providerfor compliance with GPDR.

6. D ata Retention Period

Personal data are kept up to 15 years afterthe expiration of the agreement

7. Rights of Data Subject

* Data Subjects have the right to obtain from the controller confirmation as to whether or not
their personal data concerning are being processed, and, where that is the case, access
their personal data by contacting the Controller (info@eif.org) or through the EIF DPO
(dpo@eif.org) and they will receive a response without undue delay (right of access);

* Data Subjects have the right to obtain from the controller without undue delay the
recfification of any inaccurate personal data concerning them (rig ht to rectification).

* Data Subjects have the right fo obtain from the controller the erasure of their personal data
when they are no longer necessary in relation to the purposes for which they were collected
(rightto erasure);

* Data Subjects have the right to obtain from the controller restriction of processing when (i)
they confest the accuracy of their personal data, (i) the processing is unlawful, (iii) the
controller no longer needs the personal data for the purposes of the processing or (iv) they
have objected o processing, pending the verification whether the legitimate grounds of the
controller override theirs (right to restriction of processing);

* Data Subjects have the rightto object, on grounds relating to their particular situation, when
the processing of personal data is unlawful;

* Data Subjects have the right to receive from the controller their personaldata in a structured,
commonly used and machine-readable format and transmit those data to another controller
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without hindrance from the controller to which the personal data have been provided (right
to data portability);
